Dear Local Official:

Enclosed is a copy of the state's guidelines for certification of, and
procedures for financial assistance to, regional planning and development
organizations. The guidelines were previously sent to you in "proposed"
form. The letter transmitting the guidelines requested your comments
relative to substantive content and advised you of a public meeting in
Lansing on September 15, 1972. By request, a subsequent meeting was also
held in Escanaba on September 23. The guidelines were refined after review
of comments made at these meetings and of numerous communications received
from local, state and federal agencies, and from concerned citizens.

Also enclosed for your information are the forms applicant regional organiza-
tions must use to be considered for state certification and state grants.
Applications are to be submitted to:

State Planning Division
Bureau of Programs and Budget
Lewis Cass Building

Lansing, Michigan 48913

Recognizing that the degree of regional organization varies across the state,
the Division is establishing two application dates. The first deadline
requires that applications be received by the State Planning Division no
later than December 4, 1972. This deadline is primarily established for
those areas where local officials have evolved regional multi-county organi-

- zations and where matching funds are currently available. Subsequent applica-
tions will be accepted after December 4 but no later than April 1, 1973. This
will allow those areas where organization is currently taking place or is
planned to take place, to prepare applications and acquire the required match-
ing funds. Applications received by the December 4 deadline will be processed .
immediately for certification and state grant purposes.

Local officials are requested to encourage an appropriate organization in their
region to make application. A map of state planning and development regional
boundaries is enclosed for your information. Please note that the grant funds
are not available to individual units of govermment. The funds are to support
mulEI:Ebunty regional organizations which meet, or are willing to organize to
meet, guideline criteria. Critical guideline factors for consideration by
potentlal applicant organizations are:

1. Conformance with designated state planning and development
regional boundaries.

2. Lepally organized under Act 281, P.A. 1945, as amended.
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3. Policy bodies which are composed of more than 50 percent elected
officials from various levels of gemeral purpose local government.

4., Engaged in comprehensive regional planning, as opposed to single
purpose functional planning.

Please refer to the guidelines for detailed explanation of the above points.

I wish to thank the many local officials who provided comments and suggestions
in developing the guidelines. I trust that this program will result in a
closer local-state relationship.

Dear Mr. Paget:

It was a pleasure for both Gene Roberts and myself to meet with your Board
last Thursday.to discuss the possibility of initiating a planning program in
Kawkawlin Township.

As we discussed, there are several ways in which a program can be started:
however, we believe the following procedure will provide the best results
for the least cost.

1) The Township Board should pass a resolution creating a Township Planning
Commission under Act 168 of 1959. . (The Commission cannot become effec—~
tive until 60 days after the resolution has been published.)

2) The Township Supervisor should appoint members to the Planning Commis- _
sion with the approval of the Township Board.

3) We would then meet jointly with the Township Board and Planning Commis-
sion to explain the functions of the Planning Commission and outline the
suggested work elements necessary to complete a Township Master Plan.
Any changes or revisions deemed necessary by the Township Board or Plan—
ning Commission would be made and a contract would be prepared for the
completion of the work.

We recommend that the Board consider a two phase planning program. The
first phase would include all of the necessary background studies and a Town-
ship Master Plan. It would also include monthly meetings with the Planning
Commission and various advisory public hearings, the preparation of question~-
naires and so forth necessary to assure good citizen participation throughout

the program. While it is impossible to accurately estimate the cost of this
work until a detailed program has been prepared, it would probably be within
the range of $9,000 to $14,000. Phase two would be a separate contract pre-
pared at the completion of Phase one. This phase would include such things
as a Township Zoning Ordinance, Subdivision Regulations and other imple~
menting tools. The cost of phase two is even more difficult to estimate

but would probably be in the range of $4,000 to $8,000. Both phases could
be completed within 12 to 15 months and could be financed over two town-
ship budget years.

If the Township Board creates a Planning Commission at its July meeting, it
coiild become functional the end of September which is after the summer break
and, for this reason, is ideal. Because of this timing, I am enclosing a sam-
ple resolution which can be used by the Township Board to create a Planning
Commission. Also, because of timing, I would suggest that the Planning '
Commission members be officially appointed at your August meeting. We

- could then informally meet with the Board and Planning Commission later in

August to agree upon a work program which could be approved at your Septem-~
ber meeting. In this manner, the actual work could begin in late September
after the Planning Commission becomes official.

Again, it was a pleasure meeting with your Board; and if you desire, we would
be pleased to attend your next meeting to answer any questions that may re-
main unanswered or to help in any other way. Also, we are still looking into
the amount of Revenue Sharing Funds received by your township and hope to
have some information for you in the near future.

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SUGGESTIONS FOR INTERIM
AMENDMENT TO TOWNSHIP
ZONING ORDINANCE

Although every township ordinance will have to be separ-
ately reviewed for lack of compliance with this new zoning
statute, it is possible that.a general amendment might be
processed and adopted as an interim measure while the ordin-
ance is being more thoroughly reviewed in order to continue
to effectively function in the areas of planned unit develop-
ments and special land'uses. Such a general amendment might .

take the form of a supplemental provision which would provide,
in substance, the following:

"Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained
in the township zoning ordinance and to secure COM-
pliance with Michigan Public Act 637 of 1978 with
respect to procedures contained in said ordinance
pertinent to 'special land uses' and/or ‘'planned
unit developments' or concepts in the ordinance
under different terminology designed to accomplish
similar objectives of a reviewing process, hereafter
such reviewing process is delegated to the

(select and insert one of the folTowing:
Township zoning board--township planning commission--
township board--township zoning administrator).
Any site plan review required pertinent to the fore-
going is also hereby similarly delegated not-

withstanding any other ordinance provision to the
contrary.

In addition to specific standards which may be ap-
plicable, the following set of standards shall serve
as the basis for decisions involving special land
uses, planned unit developments, and other discre-
tionary decisions contained in this ordinance:

The proposed use shall:

(a) be compatible with adjacent uses of land;

(b) be consistent with, and promote the intent and
purpose of this ordinance;

"(¢) be compatible with the natural environment;

‘(d} be consistent with the capacities of public
services and facilities affected by the proposed
use; and

(e) protect the public health, safety and welfare.™

The normal ordinance amendment procedures will have
to be followed in order to implement the foregoing and the
township's local attorney should ba consulted in this connection.
